CITY COUNCIL BUSINESS
MEETING
October 3, 2022

The Clarksville City Council met
in regular session on October 3,
2022 in the City Council Cham-
bers at 6:30 p.m. with Mayor Mi-
chael Grantham presiding and
Council Members Roger Doty,
Brock Lodge, Jennifer Kielman,
and Taran Sherburne (by phone),
and Wendy Brooks absent. Other
city employees present were: Mol-
ly Bohlen, City Clerk, Chief Mack-
ey, Kristin Clark, librarian and Matt
Behrends, maintenance. Mem-
bers of the public present: Jerry
Voss, Rhonda Landrum and Myr-
na Beechey.

In the first 5 minutes of the meet-
ing Jerry Voss had brought up his
concern regarding kids coming
from the school and not crossing at
the designated crossing. He states
that he stopped into the DOT of-
fice in Mason City to ask about the
process and all that is needed is a
letter from the city to have a study
done in that area.

Mayor called for Public Hearing to
be opened at 6:33 pm.

Motion Doty, Kielman to open
Public Hearing regarding the Gen-
eral Obligation Equipment Acqui-
sition Loan Agreement in principal
amount not to exceed $150,000.

Mayor asked if there was any com-
ments from the public. There were

no written comments given to City
Clerk. There were some gener-
al questions from Myrna Beechey
and Rhonda Landrum which were
answered by the Mayor and Main-
tenance.

Mayor Topics included discus-
sions on adding a Dog Park and Ar-
chery Range to City owned prop-
erties. Council discussed each of
these and will possibly put together
committees to research. Matt Beh-
rends reminded council that on the
buyouts due to flooding we would
not be able to put fencing in. Addi-
tional Mayor Topic was Employee
review of Matt Behrends. Behrends
requested a closed session meet-
ing to discuss.

Motion Kielman, Sherburne to
enter into closed session per
lowa Code Chapter 21.5 at 6:49
pm to discuss employee review.

Motion Doty, Kielman to go back
to open session at 7:10 pm.

prove a $1/hour pay increase for
Matt Behrends, Maintenance Supt.
and Molly Bohlen, City Clerk and to
waive having either of them having
to use comp time prior to increase.
Comp time accrued will be paid at
old hourly rate.

Motion Kielman, Doty to approve
consent agenda and minutes for
09-19-2022.

Motion Lodge, Doty to table un-
til October 17" meeting estimat-
ed cost of maintenance complet-
ing Stump Grinding.

MINUTES AND PROCEEDINGS

SEPTEMBER 27, 2022.
MEETING CALLED TO ORDER
AT 8:59 A.M. BY CHAIRMAN
RUSTY EDDY WITH MEMBER
GREG BARNETT PRESENT.
BOARD MEMBER TOM
HEIDENWIRTH WAS ABSENT.
MOVED BY BARNETT, SECOND
BY EDDY TO APPROVE THE
AGENDA. ALL AYES. MOTION
CARRIED.

Minutes of the previous meeting
were read. Motioned by Barnett,
second by Eddy to approve the
minutes as read. All ayes. Motion

carried.

Rick Swarts, New Hartford,
asked if anything was going to be
done to the bridges by the motor-
cycle track. John Riherd, County
Engineer, explained a cold patch
was put in place and the bridge is
scheduled to be replaced next year.
Swarts was adamant that he knew
how to repair it and Riherd said
putting more cold patch on it would
make it worse. Riherd also men-
tioned they once considered a hot
mix, but realized that it was not the
answer. Riherd said if something
meaningful can be done before re-
placing the bridges, they will do it.

Moved by Barnett, second by
Eddy to open a Public Hearing on
Koop’s Beaver Creek Minor Plat lo-
cated in part of SW1/4 Section 29,
Township 90N, Range 15W. Misty
Day, Planning and Zoning Admin-
istrator, gave an overview of area
and stated the Planning and Zon-
ing Commission recommended
approval with further investigation
into a more permanent easement
by the Surveyor. The surveyor pro-
vided comment regarding a yearly
temporary easement that will be in
place for access. Barnett moved to
close the public hearing, second by
Eddy.

Board considered Resolution
1045 — Koop’s Beaver Creek Minor
Plat. Barnett moved to pass Reso-
lution 1045, second by Eddy. Roll
call was taken and Resolution 1045
was approved as follows:

Section 1. The Butler County
Planning and Zoning Commission
held a Public Hearing on Septem-
ber 15, 2022, to consider a Minor
Subdivision Plat entitled “KOOP’S
BEAVER CREEK MINOR PLAT".

Section 2. The area is located in
the Southwest (SW') of Section
29, Township No. 90 North, Range
No. 15 West of the 5" P.M.

Section 3. The Planning & Zoning
Commission has made the recom-
mendation that the Minor Subdivi-
sion Plat entitled “KOOP’S BEA-
VER CREEK MINOR PLAT” be
approved.

Section 4. The Board of Supervi-
sors held its own public hearing on
this Minor Subdivision Plat on Sep-

Roger Kregel, Dumont Telephone,
and Isaiah Corbin, INRCOG, were
present to discuss a Federal BEAD
Program. Kregel provided maps
presenting areas that are covered
by the federal program. He indicat-
ed that this is a new process but
they are working to receive addi-
tional federal money to cover more
of Butler County and get fiber to as
many places as possible. Kregel is
preparing to have the application

ready so that the Board can submit
it when the time comes.

Board considered plans for Du-
mont Telephone fiber building and
lease. Riherd provided a visual for
the building and explained that it
would be a good location. As the
location is too small to parcel off,
the board is considering a long-
term lease. A Public Hearing pro-
cess would need to be held in order
to move forward and complete the
plans. A date and time will be set at
next week’s meeting. Eddy moved
to approve plans, second by Bar-
nett. All ayes. Motion carried.

Board considered pledge of sup-
port for lowa’s 2019-2023 Strategic
Highway Safety Plan. Riherd gave
an overview of the program and ex-
plained that a lot of the program
will be grant based. An up-to-date
Safety Plan is a requirement to be
eligible for the program. A pledge
from the county is also a require-
ment to moving forward. Moved by
Eddy, second by Barnett to pledge
support for lowa’s 2019-2023 High-
way Safety Plan.

Resolution 1046 — Creation of the
Local Government Opioid Abate-
ment Fund was reviewed. Leslie
Groen, County Auditor, outlined
the process of how to utilize the
funding provided through the pro-
gram. She explained that the fund
will need to be built and a plan will
be set in place for how to allocate
the funds. Eddy made a motion to
approve Resolution 1046, second
by Barnett. Roll call was taken and
Resolution 1046 was approved as
follows:

RESOLUTION #1046

CREATION OF THE LOCAL
GOVERNMENT OPIOID ABATE-
MENT FUND

WHEREAS, Butler County is eligi-
ble for receiving the National Opi-
oid Settlement Plan funding and;

WHEREAS, a separate account-
ing of the revenues and expenses
for this funding source is desired
by local governments for tracking
of revenue and expenditures to
provide a detailed accounting of
the use of funds.

WHEREAS, a new fund will be
created called “Local Government
Opioid Abatement Fund”, Fund

0032, for the purpose of account-
ing for the revenue and expenses
received from the National Opioid
Settlement.

WHEREAS, Butler County will
create revenue and expense ac-
counts as needed, within Fund
0032, for tracking the use of these
funds.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED;
that a new fund will be created
called “Local Government Opioid
Abatement Fund”, Fund 0032, for
the purpose of accounting for the
revenue and expenses received
from the National Opioid Settle-
ment. The budgetary fund shall
be subject to standard county ac-
counting practices and policies.
