City truck has a radiator that is
leaking and they are waiting on re-
pairs to be completed by DW Hu-
isman. Huisman is waiting for the
parts to arrive in order to complete
repairs.

Ambulance: Clerk provided an up-
date on budget after talking with
John Wehling, Crew Chief.

City Rec held a meeting one week
ago and brought some recommen-
dation/suggestions to Clerk for re-
placing equipment and supplies
which was shared with the Coun-
cil. Maintenance is looking at what
needs repaired and assisting with
price quotes.

Software Accounting Discus-
sion including Banyon and newly
proposed quote from Frey.

Whereupon the President de-
clared said Resolution duly adopt-
ed as follows:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Board of Direc-
tors wishes to extend its partici-
pation in the instructional support
program as provided in lowa Code
Sections 257.18 through 257.27;
and

WHEREAS, following a public
hearing, the Board deems it nec-
essary and desirable to provide ad-
ditional funding for the Clarksville
Community School District pur-
suant to the Instructional Support
Program; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a duly
published notice, the Board held
a public hearing on the question
of participation in the Instructional
Support Levy Program; and
WHEREAS, the Board wishes to
take action to adopt a Resolution to

Participate in the Instructional Sup-
port Program;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it re-
solved by the Board:

SECTION 1: That the Board
adopts the following Instructional
Support Program:

The Board of Directors wishes
to consider extending its partici-
pation in the instructional support
program as provided in lowa Code
Sections 257.18 through 257.27,
for a period of five (5) years, com-
mencing with the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2026.

The additional funding for the in-
structional support program for a
budget year shall be determined
annually (after taking into consid-
eration instructional support state
aid), and shall not exceed 10% of
the total regular program district
cost for the budget year and mon-
eys received under lowa Code sec-
tion 257.14 as a budget adjustment
for the budget year.

Moneys received by the district for
the instructional support program
may be used to meet the standards
for accreditation of lowa school
districts; to purchase textbooks,
instructional materials, equipment
or supplies including technolo-
gy equipment/hardware and soft-
ware; to repair or maintain facilities
or equipment; or for any other gen-
eral fund purpose, all subject to
the limitations of lowa Code Sec-
tion 257.19.

The instructional support program
shall be funded by instructional

support state aid and a combina-
tion of instructional support prop-
erty tax levied annually upon the
taxable property within the school
district commencing with the levy
of property taxes for collection
in the fiscal year ending June 30,
2026, and an instructional support
income surtax imposed annually,
the percent of income surtax (not
to exceed twenty percent (20%))
to be determined by the Board for
each budget year to be imposed
upon the state individual income
tax of each individual income tax-
payer resident in the school district
on December 31, 2025, and each
year thereafter.

Unless, within twenty-eight days
following the adoption of this res-
olution, the secretary of the board
receives a petition containing the
signatures of eligible electors equal
in number to not less than one hun-
dred or thirty percent of the num-
ber of voters at the last preceding
regular school election, whichever
is greater, asking that an election
be called to approve or disapprove
this action of the board adopting
the instructional support program,
this action of the board is final and
the secretary is authorized and di-
rected to certify a copy of this res-
olution to the Department of Man-
agement.

In the event a petition containing
the required number of signatures
is filed with the secretary of the
board within twenty-eight days of
the adoption of this resolution, the

president shall call a meeting of the
board to consider rescission of this
resolution or to direct the county
commissioner of elections to sub-
mit the following question to the
qualified electors of the school dis-
trict at a special election.

If the Board determines to sub-
mit the question to the electors, the
proposition to be submitted shall be
as follows:

Shall the board of directors of the
Clarksville Community School Dis-
trict in the County of Butler, State
of lowa, be authorized for a peri-
od of ten years to levy and impose
an instructional support tax in an
amount (after taking into consid-
eration instructional support state
aid) of not exceeding 10% of the
total regular program district cost
for the budget year and moneys re-
ceived under lowa Code Section
25714 as a budget adjustment in
the budget year, and be authorized
annually, in combination, as deter-
mined by the board to levy a com-
bination of an instructional support
property tax upon all the taxable
property within the school district
commencing with the levy of prop-
erty taxes for collection in the fis-
cal year ending June 30, 2026, and
to impose an instructional support
income surtax upon the state indi-
vidual income tax of each individu-
al income taxpayer resident in the
school district of December 31 for
each calendar year commencing
with the calendar year 2025, and
each year thereafter, the percent of

income surtax not to exceed twen-
ty percent (20%) to be determined
by the board for each fiscal year,
to meet the standards for accred-
itation of lowa school districts; to
purchase textbooks, instructional
materials, equipment or supplies
including technology equipment/
hardware and software; to repair or
maintain facilities or equipment; or
for any other general fund purpose,
a1l subject to the limitations of lowa
Code Section 257.19.

SECTION 2: That all resolutions
or orders or parts thereof in con-
flict herewith be and the same are
hereby repealed to the extent of
such conflict.
