regarding a proposed battery plant 
near the Shell Rock River in Minne-
sota. It will be a future agenda item 
as more information is collected. 
Board considered letter of support 

for Aplington Fire Department. Les-
lie Groen, Auditor, commented that 
it is for the Hinson FY2026 Commu-
nity Fund Project grant. Motioned 
by Barnett, second by Dralle to ap-
prove the letter of support.

Board considered proposed Gen-

eral Relief budget changes. Barnett 
relayed that there were changes be-
ing made by the State and County 
Social Services was not awarded 
a contract.
