Regular Meeting:

Mayor Henrichs opened the reg-
ular meeting of the Allison City
Council at 5:45 p.m. Council mem-
bers present were Carlson, Hen-
ning, Heuer, and Stirling Absent:
Bangasser. Also present was:
Coby Bangasser, Trent Stirling,
Chris Graser, Don Moore — City
Engineer, Isaiah Corbin — INR-
COG, Chip Schultz, Randy Moad,
Zeb Stanbrough, Dan Bruns, Mark
Jacobs, Joe Conlon, and Nicholas
Vassios. Stirling made a motion to
approve the agenda with a second
by Henning. Ayes: All. Nays: None.
Motion carried.

Open Forum:

Randy Moad gave an update on
Wilder Park and let Council know
that REC is going donate a water
heater for the shower house.

Consent Agenda:

Motion by Carlson with a second
by Heuer to approve the consent
agenda which was as follows:

Approve minutes from meeting on
02/13/2023

Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion
Carried.

New Business:

Chip Schultz came to the meeting
and presented financing options
for the lagoon project. It was pre-
sented that utility rates will need
to increase to help fulfil the financ-
ing. Council made the decision to
phase in the increases over a two-
year period. Due to this, the ordi-
nance will be updated and pub-
lished at a later date.

Motion by Carlson with a second
by Stirling to approve Resolution
#23-02.5 — Resolution approving
option 1A presented by Chip Schul-
tz to raise the rates to pay for the
Lagoon Project contract. This op-
tion allows for an overall increase
of 48% which will be phased in over
a two-year period. This will also
allow the city to contribute more
money to avoid taking out more in

a loan. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Mo-
tion carried.

Motion by Carlson with a second
by Henning to approve Resolution
#23-02.6 — Resolution approving
the bid from Boomerang Corpora-
tion in the amount of $3,672,450.00
contingent upon the approval of the
easement. Ayes: All. Nays: None.
Motion carried.

The action to approve the ease-
ment agreement with Mark Jacobs
was tabled.

Zeb Stanbrough representing
Clapsaddle-Garber came and dis-
cussed preliminary plans for the
2023 street project; in which he
was able to make clarifications with
Council on what they would prefer
to do.

Council discussed Cemetery
mowing and decided to go out for
bids. Bids will be do March 27" at
4:00 p.m. at Allison City Hall and
reviewed that night at the Council
meeting.

Council looked at dates for clean
up days in which it was decided that
they would be held on Friday June
9t from 7 a.m. — 3 p.m. and Satur-
day June 10" from 8 a.m. — 12 p.m.

Old Business:

Dan Bruns representing Kendall
Obermeier came to discuss a pos-
sible business location in Industri-
al Park with Council. At this time
Council is waiting for a business
proposal before a decision is made.

The city engineer, Don Moore, dis-
cussed with Council that the bid for
the Lagoon project will need to be
approved prior to March 9t

The action to approve Resolution
#23-02.4 — Resolution approving
the Allison Pool Fundraising Com-
mittee to open a Certificate of De-
posit with Lincoln Savings Bank
was tabled.

MINUTES AND PROCEEDINGS
OF A REGULAR MEETING OF
THE BUTLER COUNTY BOARD
OF SUPERVISORS HELD ON
FEBRUARY 21, 2023.
Meeting called to order at 9:00
A.M. by Chairman Greg Barnett
with members Rusty Eddy and
Wayne Dralle present. Moved by
Dralle second by Eddy to approve
the agenda. All ayes. Motion car-

ried.

Minutes of the previous meeting
were read. Motioned by Dralle, sec-
ond by Barnett to approve the min-
utes as read, with one correction to
the Access Systems second mo-
tion. All ayes. Motion carried.

No public comment was received.

Board discussed pricing for Cord-
es culvert project. A bid for the
project from Tetro was received for
$12,280. Barnett read a statement
prepared by John Riherd, County
Engineer. Riherd’s concern is that
taking part in a project like this may
lead to more inquiries of the same
nature and this is something that is
not budgeted for. Nick Cordes men-
tioned that he would provide half of
the total cost in order to complete
the project. Dave Scanlan, Assis-
tant County Engineer, commented
that the other side of the road does
not have much grade so the water
will still puddle up. Barnett said he
would like to have Riherd present
before making a formal decision
and will be placed on next week’s

agenda.

Leslie Groen, Auditor, provid-
ed an update on SF 181. Groen
commented that the bill has been
signed and guidance on how to
move forward will be given from the
Department of Revenue and De-
partment of Management. Chris
Luhring, Parkersburg City Clerk,
was present to deliver his thoughts
on the bill. He stated that the city
will lose around $20,000 based on
his calculations. Luhring comment-
ed that he believes this will be ex-
tremely hurtful for rural counties in
lowa. He was adamant that citizens
need to contact and put pressure
on our State legislators.

Board reconsidered a motion
for adopting Resolution 858-23 —
Compensation Board on February
14, 2023. Clarification was need-
ed on the motion as it did not co-
incide with the adopted Resolution.
Barnett stated that the original mo-
tion wording was not correct as the
numbers did not add up to the in-
tended outcome of the resolution.
Eddy motioned to reduce the com-
pensation board’s recommenda-
tion percentages by 4%, as reflect-
ed in Resolution 858-23, second
by Dralle. Roll call was taken and
Resolution 858-23 was adopted as
follows:

1. GENERAL NATURE OF THE
PROJECT.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN to
the above identified owners of land
(agricultural and other), contract
purchasers and any tenant known
to be occupying the property that
Butler County, lowa will consider
authorizing the commencement
of a project to acquire property to
maintain the current use of the ex-
isting emergency communications
tower without the risk of interrup-
tion.

2. PRIVATE PROPERTY MAY BE

If the above-described project
is approved by the Butler County,
lowa, the County may be required
to acquire property for the project
improvements. Upon review of But-
ler County property records, it ap-
pears that land (agricultural and
other) owned by the above-identi-
fied persons, or entities, may have
to be acquired in whole, or in part,
for the project. Butler County, lowa
will attempt to purchase the re-
quired land through good faith ne-
gotiations, and it may condemn
those properties that it is unable
to purchase. The proposed loca-
tion of the above described public
improvement is further shown on a
proposed plat of the project loca-
tion which is now on file in the of-
fice of the Auditor of Butler Coun-
ty, lowa and available for public
inspection.

3. PROCESS TO DECIDE
WHETHER TO PROCEED WITH
THE PROJECT; FUND A SITE
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SPECIFIC DESIGN; ROUTE SE-
LECTION; AND TO ACQUIRE
PROPERTY BY PURCHASE OR
EMINENT DOMAIN; BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS ACTION RE-
QUIRED TO PROCEED WITH
PROJECT; OPPORTUNITY FOR

In making the decision to proceed
with the above described project, to
fund the final site specific project,
to select the design and route of the
project and to authorize the acqui-
sition of property and property in-
terests, the Butler County Board of
Supervisors will hold a public hear-
ing giving persons interested in the
proposed project the opportunity to
present their views regarding the
project, project location, and views
and objections regarding the pro-
posed acquisition of property for
the project by eminent domain. The
public hearing on the project will be
held during the Board of Supervi-
sors regularly scheduled meeting
on the 14" day of March, 2023, at
the Butler County Courthouse, 428
Sixth Street, Allison, lowa, 50602
commencing at 9:00 A.M. The pub-
lic and persons receiving this no-
tice have a right to provide input

concerning the final decision to
fund the site-specific design of the
project, to make final selection of
the route or site location, or to ac-
quire or condemn, if necessary, all
or portion of the property or prop-
erty interest for the Project. In or-
der for the Board of Supervisors to
proceed with the above-described
project and commence the acqui-
sition of property for the project,
the Board of Supervisors will be re-
quired to approve the project, fund-
ing of the site-specific design, its
location and route, and authorize
the acquisition, or condemnation,
if necessary, of private property
for the project by resolution. The
Board of Supervisors is scheduled
to consider adoption of a resolution
making final decision to fund the
site-specific design of the project,
to make final selection of the route
or site location for the project, and/
or to acquire or condemn, if neces-
sary, all or portion of the property
or property interest for the Project
following the public hearing.

If the project is approved by the
Board of Supervisors, an appraiser
retained by Butler County, lowa will
determine the compensation to be

paid for property or property inter-
ests that are needed for the project.
Butler County, lowa will offer no
less than the appraised value and
will attempt to purchase the prop-
erty or property interests needed
for the project by good faith negoti-
ations. If Butler County, lowa is un-
able to acquire properties needed
for the project by negotiation, But-
ler County, lowa will acquire those
properties by condemnation.
