Heuer has spoke with
OW Huisman and he has one that
he refurbished that would sweep,
vacuum and be able to remove the
grates around town. Heuer and Jar-
ed would like to go look at the unit
and see how it functions. Discus-
sion regarding cost of the street
sweeper and also just having OW
come and do the street sweeping
for the year.

All requests must include the voter’s name, birthdate, residence address,
mailing address if different, name or date of election, along with the follow-
ing new required information: lowa Driver’s License number or Nonoperator
lowa ID number, or if you do not have an lowa ID then you must use the
IVoter issued PIN number. Please call the Auditor’s Office at 319-346-6547
for help in finding your Voter PIN number if you do not have or cannot find
your lowa ID. For Primary Elections only: include your political party affiliation
