Meeting called to order at 9:00 

A.M. by Chairman Rusty Eddy with 
Greg Barnett present. Tom Heid-
enwirth was absent. Moved by Bar-
nett, second by Eddy to approve 
the agenda. All ayes. Motion car-
ried.
Minutes of the previous meeting 

were read. Motioned by Barnett, 
second by Eddy to approve the 
minutes as read. All ayes. Motion 
carried. 
During public comment Eddy 

mentioned a call from the news-
paper regarding the public hearing 
for the Construction Permit Appli-
cation by Coster Finisher Farm at 
the May 31st meeting. Discussions 
were held regarding purpose of the 
public hearing and application pro-
cess for construction permit ap-
plications. County Attorney, Dave 
Kuehner, was present and sug-
gested utilizing an acknowledge-
ment of these applications in the 
same way the Board acknowledg-
es the manure management plans. 
Barnett and Eddy mentioned a few 
years ago they decided to hold 
public hearings on new construc-
tion permits for public awareness 
and in the past have had a vote on 
the application, even though they 
acknowledge the vote is not being 
used beyond the meeting minutes. 
Auditor Groen commented she did 
not list an agenda item to review/
approve the construction applica-
tion following the public hearing, 
because our County BOS vote has 
no bearing on the application pro-
cess. Groen suggested the Board 
members could share their agree-
ment or disagreement with the ap-
plication during the public hearing 
and have it recorded in the minutes 
as such vs. taking an action on a 
matter out of their control. Eddy 
and Barnett were both in favor of 
this option. 
Motioned by Eddy, second by Bar-

nett to set the date and time for a 
Public Hearing regarding the But-
ler County Public Health Addition 
for June 14th at 9:00 A.M. Groen 
explained the bid packets from the 
consulting firm, Shive-Hattery, are 
being finalized this week. 
County Engineer, John Riherd, re-

viewed and recommended to ap-
prove a utility permit for IRUA for a 
water services line @ 30013 Butler 
Ave. Motioned by Barnett, second 
by Eddy to approve the permit. All 
ayes. Motion carried. 
Riherd also reviewed and recom-

mended to approve a utility permit 

for MidAmerican Energy for mul-
tiple road crossings for a rebuild/
improvement of existing 34.5kV to 
69kV overhead line with 3-phase 
under build in Parkersburg/New 
Hartford/Shell Rock area. Mo-
tioned by Barnett, second by Eddy 
to approve the utility permit. All 
ayes. Motion carried. 
The Board discussed the dates of 

upcoming board meetings. The fi-
nal week of June, there will not be 
a Board meeting on Tuesday, June 
28th, 2022, but instead will be held 
on Thursday, Jun 30th, 2022. Due 
to the fact that there will not be any 
additional claims to review, there 
will also not be a Board meeting on 
Tuesday, July 5th, 2022. Meetings 
will resume every Tuesday on July 
12, 2022.
County Sheriff, Jason Johnson, 

provided the Board with a few Sher-
iff’s updates regarding office per-
sonnel and current challenges with 
getting new vehicles. In addition, 
new weapons and new vests have 
been ordered, but they are also ex-
periencing supply chain issues for 
those items. Additional conversa-
tions were had regarding vest expi-
rations. Sheriff Johnson mentioned 
that three cities (Clarksville, Apling-
ton and Parkersburg) with their own 
police departments have their own 
active police chiefs for those cit-
ies and those policy chiefs and city 
councils should be handling those 
issues. Johnson also provided an 
update regarding E911 radios for 
fire and EMS services.

Auditor Groen commented she did 
not list an agenda item to review/
approve the construction applica-
tion following the public hearing, 
because our County BOS vote has 
no bearing on the application pro-
cess. Groen suggested the Board 
members could share their agree-
ment or disagreement with the ap-
plication during the public hearing 
and have it recorded in the minutes 
as such vs. taking an action on a 
matter out of their control. Eddy 
and Barnett were both in favor of 
this option.
