CITY COUNCIL BUSINESS

June 3, 2024
The Clarksville City Council met in 

regular session on June 3, 2024 in 
the City Council Chambers at 6:30 
p.m. with Mayor Jerald Heuer pre-
siding and Council Members Rog-
er Doty, Ruth Saulsbury, Jennifer 
Kielman, Jessi Reints and Taran 
Sherburne.

Discussion with council regard-
ing additional stop signs and yield 
signs to be placed around town. 
Council decided that they would 
drive around town and assess the 
intersections to see where would 
be most appropriate as this would 
require an Ordinance Change. 
Sherburne states we may need to 
contact the railroad to see if we can 
change the signs for liability pur-

poses. 
2. Street Improvement Discus-

sion with Ted Hoodjer from Heart-
land Asphalt. Heuer states that we 
need to come up with a plan in or-
der to save the roads that we have 
and begin the process of repairing 
them. Hoodjer suggested going 
around town and grading the roads 
as far as what condition they are in. 
Heuer states that we could look at 
completing the patch work this year 
and then plan for repairs in the next 
couple of years. Sherburne did ask 
question about asphalt curbs and 
how they perform. Hoodjer states 
that Shell Rock has asphalt curbs 
and they seem to work well for 
them.

The Planning & Zoning 
Commission recommended approv-
al of the rezoning. Sherman Lundy, 
BMC Aggregates, was present and 
explained that it was a dredging 
operation and that there should not 
be any concerns with wells. It was 
also stated that this area is in a flood 
plain and is a good fit for the land.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE 

OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, WHICH
IS CONSIDERED PART OF BUT-

LER COUNTY, IOWA ZONING
ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE TI-

TLE VI, NUMBER 28, ADOPTED 
ON NOVEMBER 1, 2022)
Section 1. RESCISSION. This Or-

dinance rescinds the current zoning 
designation, “A-1” Agriculture, on a 
parcel legally described as follows: 
All that part of the Northwest Quar-

ter (NW¼) of Section Thirty-four 
(34), Township (92) North, Range 
Fifteen (15) West of the 5th P.M. in 
Butler County, Iowa, lying southwest 
of Highway #3 and consisting of 73 
acres, more or less.
on the Official Zoning Map as was 

originally adopted. 
Section 2. ADOPTION. This Ordi-

nance adopts in lieu thereof a new 
zoning designation “A-2” Limited 
Agricultural for the property legal-
ly described above, on the Official 
Zoning Map.
Section 3. INTEGRATION WITH 

CODE. Each section, provision or 
part of this Ordinance which is fol-
lowed by a section number shall be 
inserted in the Butler County Zoning 
Ordinance (Ordinance No. Title VI, 
Number 28, adopted on November 
1, 2022) as indicated by said section 
number and hereafter shall be cited 
by reference to said section number.
Section 4. REPEALER. All ordi-

nances and resolutions, parts there-
of or amendments thereto, in con-
flict with this Ordinance are hereby 
repealed.
Section 5. SEVERABILITY OF RE-

PEALER. All ordinances and resolu-
tions, parts thereof or amendments 
thereto, not directly affected by this 
Ordinance shall remain in full force 
and effect.
Section 6. SEVERABILITY. If any 

section, provision, or part of this 

ordinance shall be adjudged inval-
id or unconstitutional, such section, 
provision, or part shall be severable 
from the rest of the Ordinance, and 
such adjudication shall not affect the 
validity of the ordinance as a whole, 
or any section, provision or part not 
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.
Section 7. EFFECTIVE DATE. This 

Ordinance shall be in full force and 
effect after its final passage and 
publication as provided by law.
