GASB Statement No. 87, “Leas-

es”, is effective beginning July 1, 
2021. (FY2022). GASB 87 requires 
a lessee to recognize a lease liability 
and an intangible right-to-use lease 
asset. 
For counties reporting on the ac-

crual basis of accounting, the cumu-
lative effect, if any, may require a re-
statement of beginning net position, 
fund balance, or fund net position 
(as applicable). This means leases 
in existence on June 30, 2021, will 
need to be reported as the begin-
ning balance (July 1, 2021) for leas-
es of FY2022. 
A right-to-use lease asset is an 

intangible capital asset. The asset 
represents the right to use an un-
derlying asset identified in a lease 
contract, as specified for a period 
of time. 
Butler County will recognize the 

intangible right-to-use lease asset 
when:
The contract conveys control of 

the right to use another entity’s non-
financial asset (the underlying as-
set) as specified in the contract for 

a period of time in an exchange or 
exchange-like transaction. (GASB 
87, paragraph 4)
The minimum noncancelable con-

tract term is greater than twelve 
months.
The contract does not transfer 

ownership of the underlying asset.
The underlying asset is used to 

conduct county business. (This will 
not apply to custodial funds.)
The following leases are not GASB 

87 leases and are excluded from 
this policy: 
(GASB 87, paragraph 8) 
Leases of intangible assets, in-

cluding rights to explore for or to 
exploit natural resources such as 
oil, gas, and minerals and similar 
nonregenerative resources; licens-
ing contracts for items such as mo-
tion picture films, video recordings, 
plays, manuscripts, patents and 
copyrights; and licensing contracts 
for computer software.

GASB Statement No. 96, "Sub-

scription-Based Information Tech-
nology Arrangements", is effective 
beginning July 1, 2022. (FY2023). 
GASB 96 requires a government 
end user (government) to recognize 
a subscription liability and an intan-
gible right-to-use subscription asset.
For counties reporting on the ac-

crual basis of accounting, the cu-
mulative effect, if any, may require 
a restatement of beginning net 
position, fund balance, or fund net 
position (as applicable).

The Devo-
nian aquifer was determined to be 
highly susceptible to contamina-
tion because the characteristics of 
the aquifer and overlying materials 
provide little protection from con-
tamination at the land surface. The 
Devonian wells will be highly sus-
ceptible to surface contaminants 
such as leaking underground stor-
age tanks, contaminant spills, and 
excess fertilizer application. A de-
