ORDINANCE NO. _____

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING 
ORDINANCE NOS. 225 AND 240 
PROVIDING FOR THE DIVISION 
OF TAXES LEVIED ON TAXABLE 
PROPERTY IN THE ALLISON UR-
BAN RENEWAL AREA, IN THE 
CITY OF ALLISON, IOWA, PUR-
SUANT TO SECTION 403.19 OF 
THE CODE OF IOWA (TERMINA-
TION OF THE ALLISON URBAN 
RENEWAL AREA)
WHEREAS, in 1999, the City 

Council of the City of Allison, Iowa 
approved and adopted the Allison 
Urban Renewal Plan ("Urban Re-
newal Plan") and established the 
Allison Urban Renewal Area ("Ur-

ban Renewal Area") within the City, 
which Urban Renewal Plan has 
subsequently been amended three 
times; and
WHEREAS, the City previous-

ly adopted Ordinance Nos. 225 
and 240, providing for the division 
of taxes within the Urban Renew-
al Area, as amended, pursuant to 
Iowa Code Section 403.19; and
WHEREAS, on August 10, 2020, 

the City adopted Ordinance No. 
260, amending Ordinance Nos. 
225 and 240, to remove the origi-
nal portion of the Urban Renewal 
Area from the division of taxes un-
der Iowa Code Section 403.19 as of 
June 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS, all debt that has been 
certified for reimbursement from 
the Urban Renewal Area has been 
fully paid and there are no current 
obligations under the Urban Re-
newal Plan to be paid from any tax 
increment within Urban Renewal 
Area; and
WHEREAS, contemporaneous 

with the consideration of this Or-
dinance, the City has taken sepa-
rate action to terminate the Urban 
Renewal Plan and Urban Renewal 
Area, and accordingly, the City has 
determined to repeal Ordinance 
Nos. 225 and 240 providing for the 
division of taxes levied on taxable 
property in Urban Renewal Area.
