Butler County for the Summit Car-
bon Solutions Pipeline. Cleary ex-
plained they are reaching out now 
because of the local informational 
meeting. Barnett asked about there 
being a pass thru expense and 
Cleary confirmed the County would 
hire and pay ISG and Summit Car-
bon Solutions would reimburse the 
County for those costs. Tiffany Krui-
zenga with ISG also spoke by phone 
expressed some concerns with the 
County waiting too long to designate 
an inspector.
