TO THE RESIDENTS OF NORTH
ENGLISH:
PLEASE NOTE THE
FOLLOWING ORDINANCES:

135.12 DUMPING OF SNOW. It
is unlawful for any person to throw,
push, or place or cause to be
thrown, pushed or placed, any ice
or snow from private property, side-
walks, or driveways onto the trav-
eled way of a street or alley so as
to obstruct gutters, or impede the
passage of vehicles upon the street
or alley or to create a hazardous
condition therein; except where, in
the cleaning of large commercial
drives in the business district it is
absolutely necessary to move the
snow onto the street or alley tem-
porarily, such accumulation shall
be removed promptly by the prop-
erty owner or agent. Arrangements
for the prompt removal of such ac-
cumulations shall be made prior to

moving the snow.

(Code of lowa, Sec. 364.12[2])
69.11 SNOW REMOVAL. No per-
son shall park, abandon or leave
unattended any vehicle on any
public street, alley, or City-owned
off-street parking area during any
snow event unless the snow has
been removed or plowed from said
street, alley or parking area and
the snow has ceased to fall. The
no parking ban shall continue from
its proclamation through the dura-
tion of the snow or ice storm and
the 48-hour period after cessation
of the storm except as provided
upon streets which have been ful-
ly opened. The ban shall be of uni-
form application and the Mayor is
directed to publicize the require-
ments widely, using Hometown
Current, the City newspaper, in
early November of each year.
(Code of lowa, 321.236[1])

There will be a fine of $50.00 the
first time a vehicle is not in compli-
ance with this chapter.

After a second offense, the vehi-
cle will be towed at the owner’s ex-
pense, and there will be a fine of
$100.00.

All costs incurred through the
lowa County Sheriff’s Department
and the impound procedure will be
at the expense of the owner of the
vehicle.

69.12 SNOW ROUTES. The
Council may designate certain
streets in the City as snow routes.
When conditions of snow or ice ex-
ist on the traffic surface of a desig-
nated snow route, it is unlawful for
the driver of a vehicle to impede or
block traffic.
