BE IT ENACTED by the City Council
the City of Clarksville, lowa:

SECTION I. NEW CHAPTER.
The Code of Ordinances of the City
of Clarksville, lowa, is amended by
adding a new Chapter 93 entitled
Well Control Zones, which is hereby
adopted to read as follows:

CHAPTER 93
WELL CONTROL ZONES

The following is inserted in its place:

93.01 CONTROL ZONES
ESTABLISHED. “Control

Zone 1” herein referred to consists

of all lands located within a distance

of one hundred feet (100’) from the
location of the well, and “Control

Zone 2” herein referred to consists

of all lands located within a distance

of two hundred feet (200’) from the
location of the well.

93.02 CONTROL ZONE 1. It shall
be unlawful for any person, persons,
or group of persons to use, to erect,
or cause to be erected within “Control
Zone 1” any of the following struc-
tures, uses, or activities:

A. Land application of solid wastes.

B. Irrigation of wastewater.

C. Concrete vaults and septic tanks.

D. Chemical application to ground
surface.

E. Chemical and mineral storage
above ground.

F. Animal enclosure.

G. Land application or storage of an-
imal wastes.

H. Earthen silage storage trench or
pit.

93.03 CONTROL ZONE 2. It shall
be unlawful for any person, persons,
or group of persons to use, to erect,
or cause to be erected within “Control
Zone 2" any of the following struc-
tures, uses, or activities:

A. Cemetery.

B. Cesspool and earth pit privies.

C. Chemical and mineral storage on
or underground.

D. Private well.

E. Soil absorption field.

F. Stockpile of animal wastes.

G. Wastewater plant.

H. Lagoon.

|. Sanitary or industrial discharge.

J. Solid waste disposal site.

93.04 VIOLATION ABATEMENT.
Any person, persons, or group of
persons found to be violating any
provisions of this ordinance shall be
served by the city with written notice
stating the nature of the violation and
providing a reasonable time limit for
the satisfactory correction thereof.
The offender shall, within the period
of time stated in such notice, perma-
nently cease all violations.

93.05 PENALTY. Any person, per-
sons, or group of persons who shall
continue any violation beyond the
time limit provided for in Section 93.05
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
on conviction thereof shall be fined
in the amount not exceeding seven
hundred and fifty dollars ($750.00)

for each violation. Every day in which
any such violation shall continue shall
be deemed a separate offense.

SECTION IL. SEVER-
ABILITY CLAUSE. If any section,
provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or uncon-
stitutional, such adjudication shall not
affect the validity of the ordinance as
a whole or any section, provision or
part thereof not adjudged, invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION il WHEN EF-
FECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in
effect from and after its final passage,
approval, and publication as provided
by law.

SORS AND ASSIGNS, THE RIGHT
AND NON-EXCLUSIVE FRAN-
CHISE TO ACQUIRE, CONSTRUCT,
ERECT, MAINTAIN AND OPERATE
IN THE CITY OF CLARKSVILLE,
IOWA, A NATURAL GAS SYSTEM
AND TO FURNISH AND SELL NAT-
URAL GAS TO THE CITY AND ITS
INHABITANTS AND AUTHORIZING
THE CITY TO COLLECT FRAN-
CHISE FEES FOR A PERIOD OF 25
YEARS.

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council
of the City of Clarksville, lowa:

SECTION 1. SECTION MODIFIED.
Chapter 110 of the Code of Ordinanc-
es of the City of Clarksville, lowa, is
repealed and the following adopted in
lieu thereof:

CHAPTER 110
NATURAL GAS FRANCHISE

Section 1. There is hereby granted
to MidAmerican Energy Company, an
lowa corporation, (hereinafter called
“Company,)” and its successors and
assigns, the right and non-exclusive
franchise to acquire, construct, erect,
maintain and operate in the City of
Clarksville, lowa, (hereinafter called
the “City,)” a gas distribution system
to furnish natural gas along, under,
over and upon the streets, avenues,
rights of way and alleys to serve cus-
tomers within the City, and to furnish
and sell natural gas to the City and its
inhabitants. The Company is granted
the right to exercise of powers of em-

inent domain, subject to City Council
approval. This franchise shall be ef-
fective for a twenty-five (25) year peri-
od from and after the effective date of
this ordinance.

Section 2. The rights and privileg-
es hereby granted are subject to the
restrictions and limitations of Chapter
364 of the Code of lowa 2021 or as
subsequently amended or changed.

This ordinance and the rights and
privileges herein granted shall be-
come effective and binding upon its
approval and passage in accordance
with lowa law and the written ac-
ceptance by the Company. The City
shall provide Company with an orig-
inal signed and sealed copy of this
ordinance within 10 days of its final
passage. The Company shall, within
thirty (30) days after the City Coun-
cil approval of this ordinance, file in
the office of the clerk of the City, its
acceptance in writing of all the terms
and provisions of this ordinance.
Following City Council approval, this
ordinance shall be published in ac-
cordance with the Code of lowa. The
effective date of this ordinance shall
be the date of publication. In the event
Company does not file its written ac-
ceptance of this ordinance within thir-
ty (30) days after its approval by the
City Council, this ordinance shall be
void and of no effect.

Upon the effective date of this or-
dinance, all prior franchises granted
to the Company to furnish electric
service to the City and its inhabitants
are hereby repealed and all other
ordinances or parts of ordinances in
conflict herewith are also hereby re-
pealed.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY
CLAUSE. If any section, provision,
or part of this ordinance shall be ad-
judged invalid or unconstitutional,
such adjudication shall not affect the
validity of the ordinance as a whole or
any section, provision, or part thereof
not adjudged invalid or unconstitu-
tional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE.
This ordinance shall be in effect from
and after its final passage, approval,
and publication as provided by law.

SORS AND ASSIGNS, THE RIGHT
AND NON-EXCLUSIVE FRAN-

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council
of the City of Clarksville, lowa:

SECTION 1. SECTION MODIFIED.
Chapter 111 of the Code of Ordinanc-
es of the City of Clarksville, lowa, is
repealed and the following adopted in
lieu thereof:

CHAPTER 111
ELECTRIC FRANCHISE

Section 1. There is hereby granted
to MidAmerican Energy Company, an
lowa corporation, (hereinafter called
“Company,)” and its successors and
assigns, the right and non-exclusive
franchise to acquire, construct, erect,
maintain and operate in the City of
Clarksville, lowa, (hereinafter called
the “City,)” a system for the transmis-
sion and distribution of electric energy
and communications signals along,
under, over and upon the streets,
avenues, rights of way and alleys to
serve customers within the City, and
to furnish and sell electric energy to
the City and its inhabitants. The Com-
pany is granted the right to exercise of
powers of eminent domain, subject to
City Council approval. This franchise
shall be effective for a twenty-five (25)
year period from and after the effec-
tive date of this ordinance.

Section 2. The rights and privileg-
es hereby granted are subject to the
restrictions and limitations of Chapter
364 of the Code of lowa 2021 or as
subsequently amended or changed.

This ordinance and the rights and
privileges herein granted shall be-
come effective and binding upon its
approval and passage in accordance
with lowa law and the written ac-
ceptance by the Company. The City
shall provide Company with an orig-
inal signed and sealed copy of this
ordinance within 10 days of its final
passage. The Company shall, within
thirty (30) days after the City Coun-
cil approval of this ordinance, file in
the office of the clerk of the City, its
acceptance in writing of all the terms
and provisions of this ordinance.
Following City Council approval, this

ordinance shall be published in ac-
cordance with the Code of lowa. The
effective date of this ordinance shall
be the date of publication. In the event
Company does not file its written ac-
ceptance of this ordinance within thir-
ty (30) days after its approval by the
City Council, this ordinance shall be
void and of no effect.

Upon the effective date of this or-
dinance, all prior franchises granted
to the Company to furnish electric
service to the City and its inhabitants
are hereby repealed and all other
ordinances or parts of ordinances in
conflict herewith are also hereby re-
pealed.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY
CLAUSE. If any section, provision,
or part of this ordinance shall be ad-
judged invalid or unconstitutional,
such adjudication shall not affect the
validity of the ordinance as a whole or
any section, provision, or part thereof
not adjudged invalid or unconstitu-
tional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE.
This ordinance shall be in effect from
and after its final passage, approval,
and publication as provided by law.
