The 
HNA found that a 41.1% of Shell 
Rock’s housing stock was built be-
fore 1940, compared to 26.3% state-
wide. A windshield survey found that 
31% of housing was in fair condition, 
indicating moderate exterior main-
tenance needs, while another 5% 
of housing was moderately or se-
verely deteriorated. Despite recent 
new housing developments such 
as the Willow Tree subdivision, lo-
cal stakeholders reported that sin-
gle-family homes and multifamily 
units in good condition are in short 
supply for potential buyers and rent-

Doug Schueler, Allison, shared he 
is in favor of alternate energy and 
has a solar panel on his farm, but 
is against wind turbines. He is ex-
plained in his frequent travels he 
has spoke with producers who wish 
they had never done it because of 
the constant swishing. Schueler 

also mentioned a wind turbine cem-
etery in Ellsworth that results after 
the wind turbines are no longer in 
use. Supervisor Eddy shared the 
wind turbines are only lasting 10 
years and with no ability to break 

blades are simply being stacked 

he will always remain against wind 
turbines in Butler County. Eddy 
also asked, by show of hands, who 
in the room was for and/or against 
wind farms and hog lots in Butler 
County. Dave Albrecht, Shell Rock, 
shared he felt hog lots were a busi-

and hog lots also provided local 
employment, manure, etc. Albrecht 
shared his personal story of hunting 
in western Iowa and how much the 
landscape, roads, creeks, farm tile, 
etc. were tore up to accommodate 
wind farm infrastructure. He also de-
scribed the constant noise that you 
can not get away from when resid-
ing close to a wind turbine. Crystal 
Klahsen, Aplington, shared her per-
sonal experience with the constant 
blinking because they reside within 
8 miles of 8 wind turbines. Klahsen 
mentioned the Facebook page she 
started and the interest, information 
and stories shared from the page. 
Klahsen stated she is for alternate 
energy and mentioned a smaller 
wind turbine option available called 
a tulip turbine. Barnett comment-
ed the he was concerned the wind 
farm companies did not contact or 
notify the county regarding their in-
terest or intentions in Butler County. 
Ted Junker, New Hartford, shared 
a map with the room showing the 
area affected and the number of 
farms/residents that are against 
the wind farms. Junker also shared 
they have collected 303 signatures 
and 150 online signatures in favor 
of moratorium until ordinances are 
updated. Junker feels wind farms 
do not make sense because they 
are not self-sustaining without sub-

sidies but hog lots are. Junker feels 
hog lots are not as intrusive on the 
overall landscape and waste can 
be reused on crops used to feed 
the hogs who in turn feed us. Kim 
Junker, New Hartford, shared sto-
ries of a wind farm companies lack 
of transparence when speaking with 
land owners and not contacting the 
local county governments first to 
provide public information. Junker 
also shared information regarding 
the decommissioning part of these 
farms and how they are being aban-
doned all over the country. She also 
commented that current county 
ordinances across Iowa were orig-
inally created to consider building 
requirements but are now outdated 
because they were not created to 
consider 500-600-foot skyscrapers. 
Ted Junker also shared details re-
garding the contracts and contract 
provisions a wind farm company 
was passing out. Eddy commented 
that he would like to take the oppor-
tunity to address hog sites and the 
fact that he would also like to con-
sider a moratorium on hog sites in 
the future in Butler County.

Doug Schueler, Allison, shared he 
is in favor of alternate energy and 
has a solar panel on his farm, but 
is against wind turbines. He is ex-
plained in his frequent travels he 
has spoke with producers who wish 
they had never done it because of 
the constant swishing. Schueler 

also mentioned a wind turbine cem-
etery in Ellsworth that results after 
the wind turbines are no longer in 
use. Supervisor Eddy shared the 
wind turbines are only lasting 10 
years and with no ability to break 

blades are simply being stacked 

he will always remain against wind 
turbines in Butler County. Eddy 
also asked, by show of hands, who 
in the room was for and/or against 
wind farms and hog lots in Butler 
County. Dave Albrecht, Shell Rock, 
shared he felt hog lots were a busi-

and hog lots also provided local 
employment, manure, etc. Albrecht 
shared his personal story of hunting 
in western Iowa and how much the 
landscape, roads, creeks, farm tile, 
etc. were tore up to accommodate 
wind farm infrastructure. He also de-
scribed the constant noise that you 
can not get away from when resid-
ing close to a wind turbine. Crystal 
Klahsen, Aplington, shared her per-
sonal experience with the constant 
blinking because they reside within 
8 miles of 8 wind turbines. Klahsen 
mentioned the Facebook page she 
started and the interest, information 
and stories shared from the page. 
Klahsen stated she is for alternate 
energy and mentioned a smaller 
wind turbine option available called 
a tulip turbine. Barnett comment-
ed the he was concerned the wind 
farm companies did not contact or 
notify the county regarding their in-
terest or intentions in Butler County. 
Ted Junker, New Hartford, shared 
a map with the room showing the 
area affected and the number of 
farms/residents that are against 
the wind farms. Junker also shared 
they have collected 303 signatures 
and 150 online signatures in favor 
of moratorium until ordinances are 
updated. Junker feels wind farms 
do not make sense because they 
are not self-sustaining without sub-

sidies but hog lots are. Junker feels 
hog lots are not as intrusive on the 
overall landscape and waste can 
be reused on crops used to feed 
the hogs who in turn feed us. Kim 
Junker, New Hartford, shared sto-
ries of a wind farm companies lack 
of transparence when speaking with 
land owners and not contacting the 
local county governments first to 
provide public information. Junker 
also shared information regarding 
the decommissioning part of these 
farms and how they are being aban-
doned all over the country. She also 
commented that current county 
ordinances across Iowa were orig-
inally created to consider building 
requirements but are now outdated 
because they were not created to 
consider 500-600-foot skyscrapers. 
Ted Junker also shared details re-
garding the contracts and contract 
provisions a wind farm company 
was passing out. Eddy commented 
that he would like to take the oppor-
tunity to address hog sites and the 
fact that he would also like to con-
sider a moratorium on hog sites in 
the future in Butler County.
