crew has with outdated 
equipment. Ambulance 
Crew Chief, John Wehling 
explained that the current 
life-pack is the 2008 ver-
sion and it lacks a lot of the 
new functionality that the 
newer generations have. 
One of these functions is 
the ability to send vitals to 
the hospital after they are 
read, thus preparing the 
hospital with advance in-
formation. There has been 
an instance of the pack not 
working as well, which is 
concerning as they do not 
want to be working with 
unreliable equipment. A 
new life-pack does not 
come cheap as an updated 
pack comes with a price tag 
around $30,000.
 In reference to the pos-

sibility of purchasing parts 
for the old pack, council 
member Travis Sterken 
commented, “They ar-
en’t making parts for this 
anymore.”
 The general consen-
sus seemed to be that the 
equipment needs to be up-
dated, but there’s a ques-
tion on how to obtain the 
finances for it. A discus-
sion was had about various 
ways to fundraise as well 
as the possibility of earning 
a grant.
 Council member Brock 
Lodge said, “I think we 
table it until we can figure 
out where the money is 
coming from.”
 Attorney, David Skil-
ton, provided some insight 
on updating handbooks so 
that the wording was pre-
sented in a clear way. The 
clarification of language 

would provide better un-
derstanding for both the 
employer and employee, 
and help to mitigate poten-
tial litigation.
 Lastly, a People Ser-
vices representative dis-
cussed the water and DNR 
instructions for the lagoon. 
He indicated that there 
were no bacteria found in 
the water and that nitrate 
levels were good. An ex-
tension was given to the 
city by the DNR, in order 
to get valves in the lagoon. 
This is time sensitive as the 
lagoon discharges into the 
river. As it is continuously 
discharging with the inabil-
ity to shut the current valve 
off, it needs to be fixed. It 
was recommended that the 
council contact Greg Bar-
nett as soon as possible to 
get the valves installed.

Insurance Contract Deadlines for 
Derecho Damage

 As the anniversary 
nears of the devastating 
derecho that hit Iowa on 
August 10, the Iowa Insur-
ance Division continues to 
hear that work is still un-
derway and there is still 
more to do.  Some Iowans 
are waiting for work on 
their homes to be finished 
while others have suggest-
ed that materials shortages 
and availability of contrac-
tors are the hurdles to the 
completion of repairs. 
 “As policyholders pur-
sue claims under their 
insurance contracts, we 
encourage Iowans to con-
tinue to work with their in-
surance company and agent 
as they move through the 

insurance claims process 
to obtain the necessary re-
pairs. This can take time as 
both parties work to come 
to an understanding about 
what needs to be fixed 
and how much it is going 
to cost,” Iowa Insurance 
Commissioner Doug Om-
men said.
 It’s important for policy-
holders to know that if they 
find damage from the dere-
cho, which was not previ-
ously claimed, they likely 
may still be able to file an 
insurance claim, but time 
is of the essence. The insur-
ance company will address 
the claim based on the 
terms of the insurance con-
tract which likely includes 

provisions that require 
claims to be filed within 
a specific time frame.  It’s 
helpful if policyholders 
read their insurance con-
tract carefully, document 
their efforts to get repairs 
completed, and contact 
their insurance agent to en-
sure they are meeting these 
important deadlines to the 
best of their ability.
 “Policyholders should 
be cognizant of deadlines 
mentioned within their 
insurance contract. Insur-
ers may use specific con-
tract language to limit the 
amount of time to settle 
the insurance claim and to 
have the repairs complet-
ed, however, we have seen 

insurance carriers willing 
to grant extensions on a 
case-by-case basis given 
the unique circumstanc-
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We encourage any Iowans 
that may need to ask for an 
extension to speak directly 
with their agent and insur-
ance company sooner rath-
er than later to determine if 
an extension is necessary 
to complete the repairs. 
If this request is denied, 
consumers may wish to 
file a complaint with our 
office to allow us to review 
the facts concerning the 
claim,” Ommen said.
