With social distancing guidelines 

being maintained at in-person 
meetings, an electronic participa-
tion option is made available.  This 
complies with Iowa Code section 
21.8 that outlines the guidelines to 
hold an electronic meeting when 
there are valid concerns that an 
in-person meeting is “impossible or 
impractical”.
Meeting called to order by Chair-

man Greg Barnett with members 
Rusty Eddy and Tom Heidenwirth 
present.  Moved by Eddy, second by 
Heidenwirth to approve the agenda.  
All ayes.  Motion carried.
Minutes of the previous meeting 

were read. Motioned by Barnett, 
second by Heidenwirth to approve 
the minutes as read. All ayes. Mo-
tion carried. 
Rick Swartz, New Hartford, was 

present in-person and asked when 
the line painting on the blacktop 
near the school in New Hartford is 
scheduled to be done.  County En-
gineer, John Riherd, explained it is 
scheduled to be completed this fall. 
Public Health Director, Jennifer 

Becker, provided information re-
garding booster (third dose) shots.  
Becker explained guidelines es-
tablished two different groups for 
booster shots.  First group would in-
clude individuals considered immu-
nocompromised, such anyone with 
cancer, solid organ transplant, stem 
cell transplants, or on long-term 
steroids.  Public Health is currently 
administering the booster shots to 
the first group. The second group 
is everyone else and they can be-
gin receiving their booster shot after 
September 20th, but it has to be 8 
months after they received their sec-
ond shot.  Becker confirmed Public 
Health continues to administer the 
Moderna vaccine, but individuals 
can also get a Pfizer booster shot 
outside of Public Health.  Becker 
also explained they have been told 
individuals should try to get the 
same vaccine as a booster, but if not 
possible to get the Pfizer booster.  
Becker provided current COVID-19 
updates as 189 cases in August, 
through August 30th.  The positivity 
rate has been between 5.1% and 
10.2% in August.  Butler County’s 
current vaccination rate is 49.9% 
and Becker stated the national vac-
cination rate is over 50% and is 60% 
for receiving one dose.  Heidenwirth 
asked Becker about natural immuni-
ty.  Becker also explained there is no 
way to know how long natural immu-
nity will last because it varies greatly 
from person to person.  Becker ex-

plained Iowa is one of a few states 
that has elected not to keep track of 
individuals that have been vaccinat-
ed, yet have tested positive.

gas main for Shell Rock Soy Pro-
cessing, Inc.  Motioned by Barnett, 
second by Heidenwirth to approve 
the utility permit for MidAmerican 
gas main installation along 220th.  
All ayes. Motion carried.  
Mike Lacoste, Wavery, IA provided 

a presentation for the Constitutional 
Sheriffs and Peach Officer Asso-
ciation (CSPOA).  Gary Shawver, 
Wadena, IA and Dr. Merle Kuen-
nen, Elkader, IA were also present 
in-person representing the CSPOA.  
LaCoste provided written materials 
to the Board and shared the asso-
ciation’s history, concept and opin-
ions regarding the current freedoms 
and liberties in our country today.  
County Attorney, Dave Kuehner, felt 
the CSPOA concept feels much the 
same as the concept of sanctuary 
cities and in his opinion our current 
system of federal government, and 
the ability to challenge it, does work.
