  All who attended the en-
tertainments at the hall last 
week (Neal’s Opera House, 
on corner, north of Amvets) 
were brought face to face, 
for the hundredth time, that 
Clarksville needs an opera 
house and needs it badly. 
A business men’s organiza-
tion could bring about the 
desired results, but if left 
to individual efforts, noth-
ing probably will be done, 
at least for a long time to 
come. There is not a town 
of any consequence around 
here that can put this place 
to shame in this respect. Mr. 
Neal cannot be blamed for 
not building an opera house, 
for his present hall pays 
him a greater percentage of

Barnett mentioned 
that vaccine amounts received 
per capita, however anyone in the 
US can sign up so it is not limited 
to just Butler County residents per 
federal guidelines. At this time Pub-
lic Health does not know what they 
will get next but they intend to get 
everything posted on Facebook and 
county website as soon as possi-
ble. There are four more groups in 
1B but our Public Health has not 
been directed on who that will be. 
Heidenwirth expressed concern

Sanela explained the Elevate 
CCBHC, current staffing and the 
mobile crisis response program.
