With limited public access to the court-
house due to COVID-19, this meeting
was held telephonically with the pub-
lic able to participate on a limited basis.
This complies with lowa Code section
21.8 that outlines the guidelines to hold
an electronic meeting when there are val-
id concerns that an in-person meeting is

“impossible or impractical.”

Meeting called to order at 9 a.m., by
Chairman Tom Heidenwirth with mem-
bers Greg Barnett and Rusty Eddy pres-
ent.

Minutes of the previous meeting were
read.

Mon-
day through Friday on Oct. 1, 2020. Cloth
masks are highly encouraged for the pub-
lic and the employees when in the com-
mon areas (hallways) of the Courthouse
which includes the Emergency Oper-
ations Center where the Board of Su-
pervisors currently meet. Guidelines for
those meetings remain the same. Social
distancing markers will be placed on the
floor in the Courthouse. Driver’s License
will remain by appointment only.
