Meeting called to order at 9:00 

a.m. by Chairman Greg Barnett 
with members Rusty Eddy and Tom 
Heidenwirth present.
Minutes of the previous meeting 

were read. Eddy added that he con-
firmed with Chad Campbell that he 
is to be added to the Compensation 
Commission in Eminent Domain 
Proceedings Real Estate Agents/
Brokers list.
Moved by Eddy, second by Heid-

enwirth to approve. All ayes. Motion 
carried.
Moved by Heidenwirth, second by 

Barnett to approve today’s agenda 
as presented. All ayes. Motion car-
ried.

of the Butler County Fair Board’s 
annual funding request. Stirling pro-
vided a copy of their financial state-

ment and gave a quick update re-
garding continued work on the new 
multi-purpose building and updates 
made to the sheep and swine barn. 
Stirling confirmed they continue 
to plan for a normal 2021 fair. Bar-
nett mentioned the fair board had 
requested and received $22500 in 
2020, and Stirling confirmed they 
are requesting $22500 again for 
FY22.
Jim Lindaman with Butler Soil and
