MINUTES AND PROCEEDINGS OF A 

REGULAR MEETING OF THE BUTLER 
COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

HELD ON JUNE 30, 2020.
With limited public access to the court-

house due to COVID-19, this meeting 
was held telephonically with the pub-
lic able to participate on a limited basis. 
This complies with Iowa Code section 
21.8 that outlines the guidelines to hold 
an electronic meeting when there are val-
id concerns that an in-person meeting is 
“impossible or impractical.”
Meeting called to order at 9 a.m. by 

Chairman Tom Heidenwirth with mem-
ber Greg Barnett present and Rusty Eddy 
present telephonically.
Minutes of the previous meeting were 

read. Moved by Barnett, second by Heid-
enwirth to approve. All ayes. Motion car-
ried.
Treasurer Vicki Schoneman stated that 

Driver’s License is open to the public and 
booked out to July 21, 2020. Taking ap-
pointments through July 2, 2020 for Auto 
and will not be holding tax sale this year.
Director of Public Health Jennifer Beck-

er informed the Board of 10 more cas-
es of COVID-19 since last Wednesday. 
Emergency Management Coordinator 
Chris Showalter stated that due to cur-
rent increase in case numbers, he and 
Jennifer recommend extending by ap-
pointment only status to July 14, 2020 
and take further action if necessary, 
then. Moved by Barnett, second by Eddy 
to accept the recommendation of Public 
Health and Emergency Management and 
extend open to the public by appointment 
only status until July 14, 2020. All ayes. 
Motion carried.
Rob Luebbers and Aaron Bixby met with 

the Board regarding a culvert issue on 
Union Avenue. They state the properties 
have never taken water in 50 years. Bixby 
and Luebers want the pipe removed and 
returned to pre-construction, pre-devel-
opment condition. They would like resolu-
tion within two weeks.

Section 2. Subject to the provisions of 

other county procedures and regulations, 
and applicable state law, the appropria-
tions authorized under section 1, shall 
constitute authorization for the depart-
ment or officer listed to make expendi-
tures or incur obligations from the item-
ized fund, effective July 1, 2020.
Section 3. In accordance with section 

331.437, Code of Iowa, no department or 
officer shall expend or contract to expend 
any money or incur any liability, or enter

Section 4. If any time during the 2020-

21 budget year the auditor shall ascertain 
that the available resources of a fund for 
that year will be less than said fund’s total 
appropriations, she shall immediately so 
inform the board and recommend appro-
priate corrective action.

General Basic/Rural Services Funds to 
Secondary Roads Fund
WHEREAS, it is desired to authorize 

the auditor to periodically transfer sums 
from the general basic and rural services 
basic funds to the secondary road fund 
during the 2020-21 budget year, and
WHEREAS, said transfers must be 

in accordance with section 331.429, 
Code of Iowa, now therefore; BE IT RE-
SOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of 
Butler County, Iowa as follows:
Section 1. The total maximum transfer 

from the general basic fund to the sec-
ondary road fund for the fiscal year be-
ginning July 1, 2020, shall not exceed the 
sum of $150,000; and the total maximum 
transfer from the rural services basic 
fund to the secondary road fund for the 
fiscal year beginning July 1, 2020, shall 
not exceed the sum of $1,850,000.
Section 2. After being notified of the ap-

portionment of current property taxes, 
mobile home taxes, military service tax 
credit, or delinquent taxes paid for prior 
years to the general basic or rural ser-
vices basic fund, the auditor shall order 
a transfer from said fund to secondary 
road fund.
Section 3. The amount of the transfer re-

quired by section 2 shall be equal to the 
apportionment made under section 2, to 
the general basic or rural services basic 
fund, respectively, multiplied by the ra-
tio of said fund’s total maximum transfer 
to the secondary road fund, to the sum 
of said fund’s total current property tax 
levy, total mobile home taxes, total mili-
tary service tax credits, and total delin-
quent taxes paid for prior years.
Section 4. Notwithstanding the provi-

sions of section 2 and 3 of this resolution, 
total transfers to the secondary road fund 
shall not exceed the amount specified in 
section 1.
Section 5. Notwithstanding the provi-

sions of section 2 and 3, the amount of 
any transfer shall not exceed available 
funds balances in the transferring fund.
Section 6. The auditor is directed to 

correct her books when said operat-
ing transfers are made and to notify the 
treasurer and the county engineer of the 
amount of said transfers.
